	WORDS OF THE DIRECTOR OF THE ANTICORRUPCIÓN SPECIALIZED UNIT OF THE PUBLIC PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE OF CHILE, SRA. MARTA HERRERA SEGUEL, AT THE OPENING OF THE SEMINAR APEC "DESIGNING BEST MODELS ON PROSECUTING CORRUPTION AND MONEY LAUNDERING CASES USING FINANCIAL FLOW TRACKING TECHNIQUES AND INVESTIGATIVE INTELLIGENCE FOR EFFECTIVE CONVICTION AND ASSET RECOVERY TO PROMOTE REGIONAL ECONOMIC".
Tuesday, June 11, 2013.

Mr. Sabas Chahuán, General Prosecutor of Chile, Mr. Surapon Petch-vra, Thai Ambassador in Chile, Ms. Ana Novik, Director of Multilateral Economic Affairs, Ministry of Foreign Affairs; distinguished foreign guests coming form the APEC economies of United States, Mexico, Peru, Australia, the Philippines, Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia, Vietnam, Singapore, China, Taipei-China, Hong Kong, Brunei Darussalam and the Russian Federation; experts who have joined us from the UK, Switzerland and Argentina, representative of the World Bank; representatives of the judiciary, Comptroller General's Office, Investigative Police, Carabineros de Chile, and of other attending agencies; Regional Prosecutors, Local Prosecutors and other participants of the Public Prosecutor Office of Chile:
We are close to undertake the work planned to be carried out over following two and a half days in which we hope to various experiences on criminal prosecution of corruption and money laundering of proceeds of corruption, from the standpoint of the use of both investigative tools and financial intelligence, in the aim of obtaining effective convictions.

Gathered here today are prosecutors, judges, investigators, analysts and other experts in the criminal prosecution of corruption and money laundering, in tracing and analyzing illicit financial flows coming generated by these crimes.

We believe that this type of investigations, the most of which are complex in nature, require the interaction of various agents along with different approaches to foster its success. This is why, for the past several years, the Chilean Prosecutor’s Office is urging for the realization of a model to handle effectively the cases requiring a multi-sectoral approach. Such is the approach which we will follow during the course of this seminar, which also aims to be a breakthrough and a contribution to the reality of this type of research in our country and the region.

Prior to going through the work methodology that we will be following, I would like to refer briefly to the project which fosters this seminar, and what were the stages prior to this activity, as it is essential to understand the working procedure to be proposed.

As mentioned by Mr. National Prosecutor, under the Prosecutor’s Office's involvement in the APEC Anticorruption and Transparency Working Group (ACT), Chile and Thailand applied to a multi-year project aiming to develop a Handbook on Best Practices on the Criminal Prosecution of Corruption in the Asia Pacific region.

The project was sponsored, firstly, by the United States and Australia, and then by another 11 of the 21 economies members of the Anti-Corruption and Transparency Working Group, which yielded a significant funding from APEC.

This project comprises several stages, among which it can be mentioned:

· Conducting a seminar in Chile (2013)

· Conducting a seminar in Thailand (2014)

· A seminar for testing the handbook on one of the SOM meetings of APEC in China (2014)

· Launch of the Handbook (2015)

The aforementioned Seminars shall be aimed to obtain inputs to the Handbook on Good Practices. This is the reason, under the project, an International Consultant has been hired, who is responsible to design content of this seminar and then drafting the first part of the handbook, which will consider information regarding 10 of the 21 APEC economies. Information on other economies shall be gathered in the seminar to be held in Thailand in 2014, for which also it has been considered to hire a consultant.

Following, the international tender issued during February 2013, we proceeded to the recruitment of the Consultant and International Anticorruption Expert, Guillermo Jorge, who has been responsible of designing of content of this seminar, jointly with the Public Prosecutor’s Office, and he has coordinated the participation of international experts who will be joining us in this activity, as long as the presentations of each of the participating economies.
Guillermo be with us throughout the seminar, following which he shall prepare a report the on its outcome, which in due course will be circulated within the Anti-Corruption and Transparency Group Working.
I now turn to the methodology that we have considered for the next few days.
As you can see in the agenda, morning June 11th and 12th presentations by the experts and the economies representatives will be carried out. On the first journey, the focus will be on the collection of evidence and the second journey will be referred to the form of introduction of this evidence in trial.
By evenings, four workshops are planned, which shall be repeated both days so that participants can attend all of them. It is for this reason that we have divided the participants into two groups. Each group will attend the workshops in the days that have been identified at registration, notwithstanding the fact that they can find their names on lists at the entrance to each room.
We kindly request to follow the distribution previously determined, so the workshops can be carried out at their optimal performance and everyone can make the most out of them.
At the end of the third day, we will end the presentation by economies and then hear the intervention of the representative of the World Bank StAR Initiative, and then finish with the conclusions, which will serve as one of the inputs to be considered in the Handbook on Good Practices.
