· Capacity building in APEC through project implementationis a vital part of the APEC process, because it allows to exchange information and to enhance capacity building among us. The projects help to translate APEC Ministers and Leaders directions into actions and create tangible benefits for people living in the Asia-Pacific region.

· Technical Cooperationreflected in different projects assist member economies in building a dynamic and harmonious Asia-Pacific region by championing free and open trade and investment, promoting and accelerating regional economic integration, enhancing human security, and facilitating a fertile business environment. 

· APEC contributes funding to around 100-150 projects each year, with a total value of over $25 million in 2011-2012. 
· APEC projects include workshops, symposia, publications, and research. They are open to participation from all 21 member economies. As well as engaging withdifferent agencies from public sector. External stakeholder engagement is also encouraged.The majority of projects are focused on transferring knowledge and skills between members and building capacity so each economy can move closer towards the Bogor Goals of free and open trade and investment.

· APEC also works to maximize the benefits of globalization. In this context, APEC supports projects that: contribute to green growth; help small, medium and micro-sized enterprises to grow and increase access markets; reduce the risks of and improve responses to natural disasters and emergencies; andpromote public health; among others.
· APEC Ministers and officials reinforced the importance of long-term, as well as more strategic projects as a way of more effectively building capacity in member economies. Thus, APEC has been piloting multi-year projects (MYPs) since 2011. 
· A MYP must be a single capacity building initiative broken into several phases and/or having multiple inter-dependent elements. This workshop is part of a multi year project borne within the Anticorruption Working Group. 

· This initiative considers conducting twoworkshops, the first is the one thatwe are starting today, andthe secondworkshop will be heldinThailandnext year.
· We believe thatthese activitieswill contributeto regional economic developmentthrough the transfer of knowledge, sharing of experiences, in this particular case:  Investigative Intelligence for Effective Conviction and Asset Recovery to Promote Regional Economic Integration among APEC economies.
